❤🩹 We covered the cost of the initial examination, hospitalization,
vaccination, castration and antiparasitic treatment for a cat named Persik. He
was evacuated from the Donetsk region to Kyiv by a soldier, who reached out 
to us for help transporting the kitten to his mother in the Rivne region.

We also paid for the initial examination and vaccination for five kittens
evacuated from the Donetsk region. Afterward, all the animals were transferred
to Kotokhata shelter.

In total, we paid UAH 29,165 (≈$709) 
for these veterinary procedures.

We spent UAH 917,665.57 (≈$22,117) on assistance.
The remaining UAH 303.28 (≈$7)  will be put towards
the next fundraiser for treatment

Friends, we thank you for every donation to this fundraiser. Together, we
raised UAH 218,000 (≈$5,254) more than we planned. These funds allowed
us to cover dozens of veterinary bills and help animals who needed
treatment after evacuation.

Read below how we helped animals together this time.
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❤🩹 We covered the cost of the surgery on the paws of a dog named Rada. The
animal was rescued by soldiers from the frontline and brought to the Kirovohrad
region. A resident gave shelter to a thin and scared dog. Later, Rada was hit by a
car and suffered complex fractures to her front right and rear left paws.

The caregiver was unable to pay for treatment, so he asked for help. A volunteer
from Zoohelp shelter learned about the situation, took the dog into her care and
asked us to join in helping Rada.

We paid UAH 1,311.70 (≈$31) for the surgery and hospitalization.
A bit later, we also paid UAH 4,119 (≈$99) for postoperative hospitalization and
examination.

Later on, we paid UAH 6,231 (≈$150) for a follow-up examination of the paw and
removal of stitches after sterilization.

Now Rada lives with a family 
and loves to sleep on the bed :)

❤🩹 We covered the cost of the sterilization of a cat named Lilu that was
evacuated from the Donetsk region. She gave birth to kittens on the way, and
afterward stayed in foster care in Druzhkivka for a long time. Later, the animal
was transferred to a family in Kyiv.
We paid UAH 2,000 (≈$48) for the sterilization.
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❤🩹 We covered the veterinary expenses for two dogs from Pokrovsk,
Donetsk region.

A soldier reached out to us for help after the dogs arrived at their position. The
defender was planning a trip to Zaporizhzhia and was able to transport the dogs
to a veterinary clinic. 

We coordinated with the veterinary clinic that admitted the dogs and covered
the costs of initial examination, hospitalization, injections, blood biochemistry
panel, complete blood count, heartworm tests and food. In total, we paid 
UAH 6,358 (≈$153).

❤🩹 We covered the third bill for the treatment of an Alabai dog named
Dobryak that was evacuated from Bilitske, Donetsk region.

The dog had been wandering around the city for a long time, seeking help from
people. His behavior showed that he had once been a pet: Dobryak is a sociable,
very gentle and trusting dog.

Residents of Bilitske contacted us, asking to save the dog. Dobryak was in
serious condition: he was severely dehydrated and had open wounds on his
paws. We were unable to reach the city ourselves, so a local volunteer, involved
in evacuating people, agreed to transport the dog to Dobropillia. From there, we
picked him up and took him to a veterinary clinic.



The veterinarians examined him, provided treatment and dressed his wounds.
The dog was named Dobryak because of his calm and kind nature.

A total of UAH 16,091.50 (≈$387) covered hospitalization, wound care,
chlorhexidine treatment, antiparasitic medication and ectoparasite treatment. 

After treatment, the dog was discharged and now lives at Animal House
Rescue shelter in the Poltava region.
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❤🩹 We covered the veterinary services for a kitten named Chapa that was
evacuated from Dobropillia, Donetsk region. We paid UAH 843.50 (≈$20) for
hospitalization, initial examination and vaccination.

After the veterinary clinic, the kitten, along with two other kittens, was
transferred to Animal in love shelter in Kyiv. Volunteers from the shelter took
them for check-ups and vaccinations. All the animals are healthy, and each
kitten is with a family now.



❤🩹 We covered the cost of examination and treatment of a cat named
Hassan that was evacuated from the Donetsk region. In particular, the funds
were used for clinical and biochemical blood tests, tests for leukemia and
immunodeficiency, an abdominal ultrasound, infusion therapy, catheterization,
vaccination, injections, pain relief, antihistamines, vitamins, anti-nausea
medication, drugs to support intestinal motility, blood substitutes, plasma-
replacement and detoxification solutions. 

After the evacuation, Hasan was taken to Animal in love shelter in Kyiv. There,
he began to refuse food, so the cat was transferred to a veterinary clinic.
Additional tests were conducted and treatment was initiated. Sadly, Hasan
suffered a thrombosis and passed away at the clinic.

We paid UAH 24,599.45 (≈$592) for the treatment of the animal.
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❤🩹 We paid UAH 3,518.50 (≈$84) for the treatment and vaccination of a dog
named Morty that was evacuated from Dobropillia. After all the procedures, 
the dog was transferred to the shelter, where he continues his treatment. 
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❤🩹 We paid for the veterinary services for four animals evacuated from the
Donetsk region.

We covered the costs of hospitalization, examination, parasite treatment,
vaccination, sterilization and sedatives for dogs Mulya and Bim, evacuated from
Oleksiyevo-Druzhkivka. We also paid for veterinary procedures for the dog Rex
and one cat evacuated from Dobropillia. After the evacuation, the four animals
were taken to a veterinary clinic in Kryvyi Rih. In total, we paid UAH 27,592
(≈$665).

Currently, the cat, Mulya and Bim live in “New World Kryvyi Rih” Charitable
Foundation shelter in the Mykolaiv region, and the dog Rex lives in Another
Dimension shelter in the Dnipropetrovsk region.

❤🩹 We paid UAH 1,750 (≈$42) for one of the bills for the treatment of a dog
named Graf from Malokaterynivka, Zaporizhzhia region. After one of the
relentless shellings, Graf, already wounded, sought help in a stranger's yard. 
The local woman found him. That's how Graf ended up in the Dobrodiy hospital
in Zaporizhzhia. The dog had a broken right hip and a dislocated left one. He also
had an avulsion fracture of the tail.



❤🩹 We paid UAH 21,307 (≈$513) for the treatment of a dog named Mai.

❤🩹 We paid for veterinary care for a family of cats that the soldiers
evacuated from their positions in Pokrovsk, Donetsk region.
We covered the costs of UAH 17,000 (≈$409) for the initial examination,
necessary treatments, food and hospitalization for four kittens. We also paid
UAH 10,470 (≈$252) for the initial examination, treatments, food,
hospitalization and sterilization for their mother cat.

After all veterinary procedures were completed, the cats were brought 
to Kotokhata shelter.

❤🩹 We paid UAH 17,645 (≈$425) for the initial examination, hospitalization,
treatment, feeding, necessary procedures, blood tests and vaccinations for 
a kitten named Sushka. We evacuated the animal from Kramatorsk — it was
handed over to us by a soldier. Suska was suffering from sarcoptosis caused 
by ticks. The kitten had severe itching, hair loss and skin ulcers.

However, the animal proved to be stronger and recovered quickly. Now she
lives in a loving and caring home.
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❤🩹 We covered the first and second (final) stages of treatment for a dog
named Viki. She was found near a highway in Dobropillia with an almost
severed paw, likely the result of a traffic accident. Volunteers reached out to us
for help and in early September 2025, we evacuated her during a rescue trip.

We contacted the veterinarians of Vetmission, who were working in the
Dnipropetrovsk region, and brought Viki to them as quickly as possible. The dog
was admitted during the night and then transferred to a clinic in Dnipro 
for further treatment.

At the clinic, the doctors had to amputate her severely damaged paw. 
A magnetic resonance imaging scan later revealed trauma to the cervical
vertebrae.

We paid UAH 123,320 (≈$2,972) for hospitalization, wound disinfection and
care, a complete blood count, vaccinations, ultrasound, MRI, X-rays, CT scan,
sedation, surgery, catheterization, IV therapy, injections, ear examination and
treatment, cast application and parasite treatment.

The second invoice of UAH 18,492.50 (≈$445) included hospitalization, wound
care and disinfection, cytological tests, ear treatment and cleaning, and ear
drops.

After two months of treatment, the dog Viki was discharged from the clinic. 
We then transferred her to Myrnohrad Animals shelter in the Kyiv region 
for continued care.
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❤🩹 We covered an interim veterinary bill for seven cats and kittens
evacuated from the Zaporizhzhia region.

We paid UAH 11,949 (≈$287) for hospitalization, food, litter, necessary
treatments and vaccinations.
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❤🩹 We covered the veterinary procedures for a cat named Katya and her
kittens evacuated at the request of the soldiers during the trip from Sloviansk,
Dnipropetrovsk region.

We paid UAH 9,809.25 (≈$236) for the hospitalization, parasite treatment,
vaccinations, injections, catheterization, sterilization, and wound treatment.
After all the veterinary procedures, Katya was adopted by friends of the military
in Dnipro. We transferred the kittens to Zoofamily shelter in the Kirovohrad
region.



❤🩹 We wrapped up the interim veterinary invoice for the dogs Giovani and
Lapka, evacuated from the Donetsk region. We paid UAH 9,421 (≈$227) 
for hospitalization, ear treatment, vaccination, sterilization and food.

❤🩹 We paid for veterinary procedures for a dog named Druzhok:
hospitalization, injections, sedation, necessary treatments, vaccination,
catheterization, castration, wound treatment and removal of stitches. The dog
was evacuated at the request of a soldier from Vodyansk, Donetsk region. 
In total, we spent UAH 31,332 (≈$755) on treatment.
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❤🩹 We paid the bill for the treatment of a cat named Thomas, evacuated
from Dobropillia, Donetsk region.

The animal was diagnosed with deep pyoderma of the skin caused by a severe
flea infestation, tested positive for immunodeficiency virus and had 
a progressive herpesvirus infection. However, his internal organs were
functioning normally.



We covered the costs of viral hospitalization, complete blood count, tests 
for leukemia and immunodeficiency, wound treatment, parasite treatment,
antibiotic therapy, intravenous catheter placement, allergy medications,
vaccinations, injections, castration and bandaging. In total, we paid 
UAH 44,869 (≈$1,081).

While Thomas was in the clinic for long-term treatment, a family was found 
for him in Kyiv. He went straight from the veterinary clinic to his new home.

❤🩹We covered the costs of hospitalization and veterinary examination 
for a dog and six newborn puppies that were evacuated from Pokrovsk,
Donetsk region. These procedures cost us UAH 1,501 (≈$36). Afterwards, the
animals were taken to Give a Paw shelter in the Kirovograd region.
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❤🩹 We covered the costs of veterinary procedures for animals evacuated from
the Donetsk region.

In particular, vaccination and treatment for fleas, ticks, and helminths for four cats
— Tishka, Mia, Furiia and Michelle, evacuated from Dobropillya. We also paid for
vaccination for a dog named Laima, that was taken from Zavido-Borzenka, and 
for vaccination, treatment and medication for kennel cough for a dog named Sharik
from Oleksievo-Druzhkivka.

At our request, all the animals were brought to a veterinary clinic in Kharkiv 
by volunteers from the Kharkiv rescue service. After veterinary procedures, 
the animals were picked up by volunteer Anastasia Klymnyuk, who helped deliver
them to their families. We covered the fuel costs.

In total, we paid UAH 12,035 (≈$290).

❤🩹 We covered the cost of treatment and veterinary care for 15 kittens. 
The funds were used for hospitalization, vaccinations, parasite treatment, food,
litter and medical supplies. For eight of the kittens, we also paid for biochemical
blood tests, injections and tests for leukemia and immunodeficiency. One kitten
required additional care, including catheterization, a blood transfusion, 
an ultrasound, and a complete blood count.
After completing treatment, all the kittens were discharged and almost all 
of them have now found families.

In total, we spent UAH 32,914.3 (≈$793) on veterinary care.
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❤🩹 We paid for the treatment of a cat named Thomas, evacuated from the
Donetsk region. We covered the costs of examination, hospitalization, supportive
treatment for leukemia, allergy treatment, food, litter, blood tests and dental and
gum treatment. In total, we paid UAH 18,200 (≈$438).

We evacuated Thomas in February 2025. At that time, he had inflamed eyes and
nasal discharge. After evacuation, he stayed at Charitable Foundation Phoenix 
of Ukraine shelter, where he was examined by vets. The tests revealed leukemia
and allergies, requiring ongoing medical supervision and supportive treatment.

❤🩹 For the four kittens, we covered the costs of the initial examination,
hospitalization, treatment for helminths and ectoparasites, vaccination, food, 
and litter. The bill came to UAH 29,530 (≈$711). After the veterinary procedures,
all the animals were brought to Kotokhata shelter.
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❤🩹 We helped a cat, that was evacuated from Bilitske, Donetsk region. We
covered the costs of a full range of veterinary cat care: initial clinical examination,
general and biochemical blood tests, abdominal ultrasound, echocardiography,
orthopedic examination, X-ray, tests for panleukopenia, immunodeficiency, and
leukemia, sedation and anesthesiological support during surgery. We also paid
for treatment for ectoparasites and helminths, a protective collar, a veterinary
passport, vaccination, hospitalization, veterinary drugs for wound treatment,
antibiotics, and removal of the metal structure from her paw. In total, it cost us
UAH 34,280 (≈$826).

Our team evacuated her while she was pregnant and with broken paws. We
urgently took the animal to a clinic in Dnipro, where she received help. After her
condition stabilized, the doctors performed surgery on her paw. The cat was then
taken to Kitskin Dim Mokri Nosy shelter. Later, the condition of her paw began 
to deteriorate, so the head of the shelter contacted the doctors again. After
examination, the vets decided to remove the metal structure because it was
causing inflammation.

❤🩹We paid UAH 12,508 (≈$301) for veterinary care for a dog named Rex,
evacuated from the Donetsk region. We covered the cost of hospitalization,
general urine analysis, coagulogram, catheterization, complete blood analysis,
injections, ultrasound examination of the abdominal organs, wound treatment,
disinfection, infusion therapy, oxygen support and resuscitation measures.

Rex was abandoned by his humans, but later found a temporary home in Dnipro.
Unfortunately, the dog's condition began to deteriorate, and he began to
experience severe pain. The caregivers tried to help him on their own, but they
did not have enough resources and reached out to us for help.

Despite all the efforts of the vets, Rex 
developed thrombosis caused by heartworms 
at the clinic. Resuscitation measures were 
unsuccessful and the dog died.
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❤🩹 We covered the treatment of a dog named Gerda, evacuated from
Kostyantynivka, Donetsk region. The funds were used for hospitalization,
examinations, surgery and postoperative care. The dog underwent the necessary
tests, diagnostics, two surgeries (to remove a tumor and an eyeball), as well as 
a full course of medication and care. In total, we paid UAH 79,047.85 (≈$1,905).

After prolonged treatment and all veterinary procedures, Gerda was discharged
from the clinic. We picked her up and handed her over to her family.
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❤🩹 We covered the costs of the initial examination, ultrasound, general and
biochemical blood tests, IV therapy, surgery, castration, tests, vaccinations,
wound treatment, as well as food and litter for a cat named Black. The bill came
to UAH 35,605 (≈$858).

A soldier contacted us, asking to help a cat from the Donetsk region that she
found with a serious jaw injury. Since Black needed immediate help, he was
transferred to Kyiv on the same day, where our colleague met him and took him
to a veterinary clinic.

After Black was discharged, he was taken to Kotokhata shelter.

❤🩹 We paid for the treatment of a dog named Molly. Volunteers who
evacuate people from Pokrovsk and the surrounding areas of the Dnipropetrovsk
region reached out to us. During their mission trip, they found a dog on the road
in the combat zone.



The dog was immediately taken to our partner veterinary clinic in Dnipro. Her
condition was serious: both eyes had ulcers, she had a large tumor and was in
severe pain.

Molly spent a month and a half in the clinic and underwent several surgeries. 
We paid for her hospitalization, tests for distemper, babesiosis, ehrlichiosis 
and heartworm disease, a complete blood count, X-rays, an ultrasound of her
abdominal organs, eye treatment, vitamins, probiotics, antibiotics,
catheterization, injections, IV therapy and inhalation anesthesia.

During her treatment, Molly was spayed, had a tumor removed (with subsequent
histological analysis), underwent inguinal and umbilical hernia repair, had both
eyeballs surgically removed. The dog received ongoing wound care and later had
her drains removed.

We paid UAH 102,499.50 (≈$2,470) 
for all procedures. 

After completing treatment and discharge, 
we transferred Molly to Animal Help 
Cherkasy shelter.
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❤🩹 We covered the costs of hospitalization, sedation, X-rays, blood tests,
vaccinations, injections, catheterization, sedatives, parasite treatment and 
a plaster cast for a puppy named Patrick. In total we paid UAH 56,188.33
(≈$1,354).

After the puppy was discharged from 
the veterinary clinic, we took Patrick into our 
care and later reunited him with his family 
in the Chernivtsi region.



❤🩹 We paid for the treatment of a dog named Alisa, evacuated from
Ternuvate, Zaporizhzhia region. At our request, she was transported 
by a volunteer. Unfortunately, during transport, the dog's postoperative suture
came apart, so Alice had to be urgently stitched up at another veterinary clinic.
We paid UAH 1,993.46 (≈$48) for this procedure.
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❤🩹 We paid the final bill for the treatment of six cats that a soldier evacuated
from the Zaporizhzhia region. We paid UAH 6,936 (≈$167) for hospitalization,
food and litter. After discharge from the veterinary clinic, the cats were taken 
to Give a Paw shelter. 

❤🩹 We paid for veterinary care for two cats evacuated from Pokrovsk,
Dnipropetrovsk region. At our request, they were transported by Ruslana Kulbida.
We paid UAH 5,989 (≈$144) for hospitalization, examination and parasite
treatment.

After discharge from the veterinary clinic, the animals were taken to families 
in the Vinnytsia region.



❤🩹 We helped a dog named Zheka: volunteers from the Kharkiv rescue
service took him from Oleksiyevo-Druzhkivka in the Donetsk region. We paid 
UAH 11,200 (≈$269) for hospitalization, vaccinations, parasite treatment 
and sterilization.

After discharge from the veterinary clinic, Zheka was adopted by a family.
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❤🩹 We helped with the treatment of a puppy named Elsa. We paid 
UAH 6,517 (≈$157) for the interim and final bills, including hospitalization,
vaccinations, parasite treatment and injections.

❤🩹 We settled the bill of UAH 1,527 (≈$36) for the treatment of a dog named
Dora. Dora was evacuated from the Zaporizhzhia region at the request of the
soldiers. At our request, she was transported by volunteer Anna Pekhinger. She
took the dog to a veterinary clinic, where we covered the cost of hospitalization,
examination, sedatives and injections.

After discharge from the veterinary clinic, we picked up Dora and took her 
to Babentsy Shelter in the Kyiv region.
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Some stories have happy endings, some don't. But in each of them, 
the animals were not left without help. Thank you for your support and trust.
Even in the most difficult times, you do not pass by those who cannot take
care of themselves. 💗
